


CU Endnotes

Endnotes should be included on the endnotes page (following your appendices) and you should also include all of these as full references in your annotated bibliography. The idea is to make it easy for readers to access the information.

[bookmark: _GoBack]     The notes are numbered and listed on the Endnotes page in the order they appear in your CU, while the bibliography is organized alphabetically by author's last name.

     Shortened citations are acceptable in the notes, and readers can look up the full references in the bibliography. It’s also fine if you choose to use full citations in both the endnotes and the bibliography. 

     Here's an example from the Chicago Manual (with an annotation added by CTI):

Shortened citation in a note:

     8. Minow and LaMay, Presidential Debates, 138.


Entry in a bibliography:

Minow, Newton N., and Craig L. LaMay. Inside the Presidential Debates: Their Improbable Past and Promising Future. Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 2008.
A history of televised presidential debates, including the legal and personal decisions related to who was allowed to debate and why, as well as an examination of the influence of new media, changing formats and evolving parties on future political debates. Co-author Minow is the former Federal Communications Commission chairman (during the Kennedy administration) who first described TV as a “vast wasteland” and went on to spend the next 50 years working to reform television. This is a great exploration of politics and the media.




     The Chicago manual also says:  "Note citations are styled much like running text, with authors' names in normal order and the elements separated by commas or parentheses. In bibliographies, where entries are listed alphabetically, the name of the first author is inverted, and the main elements are separated by periods. .... [An endnote] generally lists the author, title, and facts of publication, in that order."
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
